If you don’t show up for a court date
and you don’t have a good reason for
not showing up, the court may find that
you waived your rights in this case and
that you have admitted the allegations in
the dependency petition. The court will
then schedule other hearings that you
must attend, and the court will proceed
without you if you do not have a good
reason for not coming to court.

While SCIP has long-term contracts
for power from the Western Area
Power Authority, most of SCIP’s power
supply is purchased through short-
term transactions based on current
and forecasted market rates. Recent
weather-related events combined with
the high demand for energy resources
have increased power market rates.
Because purchased power costs are
in part determined by market rates that
are not under our control, we need to
immediately implement the PCA to meet
our financial and statutory requirements.
We will continue to monitor energy rates
and adjust the PCA as needed.
