An Arizona Nonprofit Corporation The undersigned, acting as incorporator of a 
nonprofit corporation under the laws of the State of Arizona, does hereby adopt the 
hereinafter Articles of Incorporation. ARTICLE I. Name and Address. The name of the 
corporation shall be PLEASANT VALLEY VETERANS RETREAT, INC.

II. Statutory Agent. The initial statutory agent of the corporation is Jared R. Owens, 
Esq., 200 W. Frontier St., Ste. L, Payson, Arizona 85541. ARTICLE III. Members. The 
corporation will not have members. ARTICLE IV. Purpose. The purposes for which this 
corporation is organized are exclusively for charitable, educational, service, and scientific 
purposes, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that 
qualify as exempt organizations under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, 
or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, and Section 43-1201 of the 
Arizona Revised Statutes, as amended. ARTICLE V. Initial Business. The character of 
business which the corporation initially intends to conduct is to operate and maintain 
a nonprofit corporation to lessen the burden on government and provide relief for the 
underprivileged, poor, or distressed for the public good by supporting veterans of the 
United States of America and their families through a holistic approach within nature, 
while connecting the family unit with resources and programs throughout Gila County, 
Arizona, and beyond,as well as to engage in any business incidental to or capable of 
being used in connection therewith. ARTICLE VI. Nonprofit Status. A. The corporation is 
not organized and shall not be operated for pecuniary gain or private benefit. B. No part 
of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to 
its members, trustees, officers or other private persons, except that the corporation shall 
be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered 
and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth herein. 
The property of this corporation is irrevocably dedicated to the purposes set forth herein 
and no part of the net income or assets of this corporation shall ever inure to the benefit 
of any director, officer, or member thereof, or the benefit of any private individual. C. No 
substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda, 
or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate 
in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political 
campaign on the behalf of any candidate for public office. Notwithstanding any other 
provision of these articles, the corporation shall not carry on any other activities not 
permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation exempt for federal income tax under 
Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any 
future federal tax code, or (b) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible 
under Section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of 
any future federal tax code. D. Upon the dissolution of the corporation, assets shall be 
distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) 
of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, 
or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a state or local government, for 
a public purpose. Any such assets not so disposed of shall be distributed by a court of 
competent jurisdiction of the county of which the principal office of the corporation is 
then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, 
as said court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such 
purposes.

  One in three adults are 
estimated to have prediabetes, 
and most do not know it.
