  In August 2020, the Little Free Pantry (LFP) in Oracle 
was established by volunteers looking to help others in 
our community during the pandemic. The motto of the 
Pantry is “Take what you need, leave what you can.” The

only rules were “No glass, no expired or perishable foods, 
no opened items, no clothing.”
  The Oracle Community Center (OCC) generously offered 
the area near its Butterfly Garden as the site for the 
LFP, which was suitable in terms of parking, visibility, 
access and safety. Nearby trees, picnic bench, table 
and trash container would provide shade and comfort 
to those using or filling the Pantry. Volunteers painted 
and installed the “lockers” donated by the Oracle Fire 
Department on the site, adding signs, a roof, shade cloth 
and solar lighting. 
  These same volunteers, and others who joined in later, 
regularly provided supplies of canned and boxed foods 
and toiletries to the Pantry. Two cubbies were set aside 
for the Oracle Animal Rescue and Rehabilitation (OARR) 
group, who began stocking canned and dry pet food.

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Recently, State and National media have reported an 
increase in positive COVID-19 Cases.  The communities 
of the Copper Corridor have also started to see an 
increase in positive cases.  The new Delta variant of 
COVID-19 has been reported as highly transmissible.  
The CDC and other health offi  cials warn that those who 
are not vaccinated should continue to practice physical 
distancing, wear masks in public and avoid crowded 
places and is also strongly recommending everyone 
wear a mask indoors and in group settings.

Governor Doug Ducey has signed executive orders 
that prohibit Cities and Towns from mandating mask 
wearing, limiting restaurant capacity or other enacting 
other physical distancing requirements.  At this time 
there is no indication that there will be any restrictions 
put into place.  Local schools are also prohibited from 
requiring masks be worn on campus. 

COVID Vaccines are readily available at local clinics 
in the region including Cobre Valley Clinics in Superior 
and Kearny, Pinal County Public Health and Sun Life 
Clinics. Other chain pharmacies such as Walgreens, 
grocery story pharmacies and CVS also have vaccines 
available. 

We last reported daily COVID-19 case increased 
on Nov. 8, 2021.  Above is a chart showing our last 
reported number and the current number of total cases 
for each of the Copper Corridor communities through 
Nov. 17, 2021.  Keep in mind that zip code data also 
includes unincorporated areas around a community.  
For instance, Riverside/Kelvin area is included in the 
Kearny zip code.  Aravaipa and Dudleyville are included 
in the Winkelman zip codes, etc. 

Those experiencing COVID-19 symptoms should 
seek testing and quarantine until they can confi rm a 
negative test.  

 Working together, we can slow the spread of 
the virus across the Copper Corridor.  Wear a 
mask in public, remain physically distant (6ft 
apart or more), practice good hygiene (wash 
your hands frequently, sanitize high touch 
areas) and stay home if you are not feeling well.

  Frances started her job with the ARC NEPC in 1992. 
With a bit of hesitation, she (along with many) was a bit 
worried about the road traveling from Superior. Soon 
after overcoming her fear of the drive, she drove into what 
would become her passion and love for members.
  In 1993, the ARC NEPC was located across the tracks in 
Kearny. The Gila River flooded bringing water into the 
ARC. Sadly, everything was ruined and the members had 
nowhere to go. Thankfully, Mrs. Rosalind Padilla secured 
a classroom at the Ray school. While Frances appreciated 
it, she wanted their “own” place. Frances soon began 
looking for a building uptown Kearny. She had a vision 
to have their own center where members could do yard 
work in the town and have a thrift store. She recalls a bit 
of hesitation from the board – not all were okay with the 
members being in town. Frances held her ground and 
soon the center was in full swing. The ARC NEPC now 
owns the large building at 316 Alden Rd. in Kearny.
  Frances came to Kearny in search of a job. What she 
received was so much more. She gained something the 
rest of us could only dream or think about ... the love of so 
many. The center offers a “second home” to the members. 
All the members love Frances. Not only did she work with 
and for the members, but she also truly loved them all. 
Frances also made a point of celebrating birthdays and 
every holiday. Frances together with staff members even 

hosted a wedding for members who fell in love. One staff 
member said, there is so much more to Frances than a 
director. She is also a wife, mother, grandmother and a 
good friend.
  At the celebration of her retirement, conversations 
of praise filled the room along with laughter and tears 
through so many memories. Many staff members who had 
worked with Frances shared their memories and wishes.
  Sandra Marquez, a former staff member, said Frances is 
a longtime friend. 
  “I first met France in 1992. I started working for the 
ARC in 1986,” Marquez said.
