Mr. Kaufhold
provided stories of the people who lived in the former
towns of Ray, Barcelona, and Sonora, and how the mine
consumed those towns after Kennecott Mining Company
planned and built Kearney. He also shared much of
the history of Hayden and how the adjacent San Pedro
neighborhoods were formed.
