Have you ever been standing at the sink and thought:
where does my water even come from? If you're

a resident of Superior, the answer might be more
interesting than you think.

On Nov. 16, officials of the Arizona Water Company
gave a tour of the Superior Water System. Those
officials were Fred Schneider, President and COO;

Bill Staples, General Manager of Apache Junction and
Superior; Mike Zeller, Production Superintendent;

Jim Padilla, Production Foreman; and Terri Sue Rossi,
Water Resources Manager. Also in attendance were
Superior Mayor Mila Besich; Tony Smith, President and
CEO of Pinal Partnership; Rina Rein, Executive Director
at Pinal Partnership; and two members of the press.

The beginning of the tour did not actually take place
in Superior, but instead almost two miles south of
Florence Junction. A mile down a dirt road will take
you to the Desert Pump Station. There the group was
given a tour of Desert Well #3. This well is one of three
wells that pumps groundwater for the town of Superior.
Desert Well #3 is capable of pumping 930 Gallons Per
Minute or GPM, more than Wells #1 and #2.

“Well Three is the workhorse for the Superior system,”

Treated water goes from the 375,000 gallon storage
tank through a 12 inch steel water main that is 26 miles
long and rests above ground. The water travels for 26
miles, climbing 1,266 feet with a constant pressure
of 800 PSI. Due to the consistent high pressure
specialized equipment is required to keep everything
functioning properly. The traveling water will make
its way to the 2.2 million-gallon Queen Creek water
storage tank, tucked deep behind Superior off old US
Highway 60. The water flows from there through a
water cooling tower, to cool the water in the summer
before entering the Town Tank storage tank which is

500,000 gallons. From there it goes into the Superior
water distribution system.

While at the Town Tank, Mike Zeller informed the
group about tank maintenance.

“This tank is scheduled to be rehabbed in January,
so we will actually take this tank completely offline,
we'll bypass it,” Zeller explained. “It will be completely
sandblasted, cleaned on the inside, any structural
repairs that are found that need to be repaired, will
be repaired in that time. We'll re-coat the exterior
and interior, and that will take approximately three
months.”

“Our schedule is: 14 years we do the inside, and every
seven we do the outside. So, on the 14-year mark we
do the inside and the outside at the same time. That’s
our schedule across the whole state,” remarked Fred
Schneider.

After discussing tank maintenance, Rina Rein had a
question on another topic,

“Was any of this water accessed to fight the fires last
summer?”

“We had a hydrant for them by the fire station where
they were filling up. They were using that and getting
water from the Arboretum and the mine,” commented
Jim Padilla.

“We were helping the fire department down here with
water, and then for about 24 hours, we got a break,”
said Schneider. “Then, the fire changed and we had the
Miami water system. Then, we were scrambling over
there trying to fight the fire. I think at one time we had
six or seven of our water systems being used across the
state.”

Following the tour of the Superior Water System,
the group met at Superior Town Hall. Mayor Besich
discussed Sustainability Elevated, a public messaging
campaign by the Town of Superior and the Arizona
Water Company. A campaign set to help make
residential and commercial water users become more
informed with tips and actions that can help make the
community more conscious of their water usage. Terri
Sue Rossi gave a presentation on Water Resources and
Bill Staples gave a presentation on Water Conservation.

So, whenever you turn the faucet on in Superior, just
remember, that water traveled over 26 miles to reach
your glass.

slowly began the road to recovery. Even those listed as
“essential” had a challenge with this economic recovery.

Many small businesses and non-profits in Arizona didn’t
survive the lockdown. The businesses that did survive are
hanging on as best they can. Copper Area News wanted to
give something back to the local business community as a
thank you for supporting us through these troubled times.
Our newspapers (Copper Basin News, Superior Sun and
San Manuel Miner) have been featuring local businesses
and non-profits since the beginning of 2021, encouraging
our readers to Shop at Home, stay local and support our
local businesses.

Imagine, having a career that has taken you all over
the world. Locales like Afghanistan, Chile, Dubai and of
course across America, and then all of a sudden you can
no longer travel.

The COVID-19 Pandemic created that scenario for
George Martinez Jr. George, a 1997 graduate of Superior
High School began his career early on as a helicopter
mechanic, then eventually becoming a trainer on how to
repair helicopters. He was traveling the world to teach
others. A father to three children, George maintained a
balance but at any time he could be called abroad. During
this career he met with diplomats and military officials
across the world to repair helicopters and teach other
maintenance professionals. Those experiences, he said,
were pivotal in teaching him about business. He credits
these life experiences to having grown up in Superior,
where respect was critical and simply having the manners
to respond with yes ma’am, no sir, etc., set him apart
throughout his career.

When the pandemic hit and travel was restricted, George
was furloughed from his career and after almost a year
of the furlough, the company announced there would be
re-organizing and he would lose his job. George, being
deeply connected to his family, his roots and friends
in Superior, knew he was being called to do something
greater. An opportunity arose to purchase screen printing
equipment and, while making t-shirts was not his dream
business, he felt that this was the opportunity he was
being called into. He purchased the equipment and began
working with his Uncle Carlos Martinez to remodel a
portion of the building that his great-grandparents owned
(building where Felicias’s Ice Cream and Mountainside
Coffee are located) into his studio and retail location. M6
Printz entry is located in the rear of the building and is
accessed through the alley.

M6 Printz can create up to a six-color design for t-shirts
or any other garment. A computer program digitizes
the design, which creates the screen for the garment.
Each color on a design will need a screen and then they
are carefully pressed into the shirt, layer upon layer of
the design colors, then dried. The process is tedious but
creates some of the most clean designs for shirt printing.
Martinez plans to expand his garment printing services
in the future by adding more technology and printing
machines that will expand his service offerings. Back
Alley Designz can help with designs and graphics for your
custom shirts, they are a sub group of the Martinez Ranch
LLC.

George created the Martinez Ranch LLC to grow these

businesses to honor the investments his grandparents,
parents, aunts and uncles made into the Superior
community and to give his cousins and his children the
opportunity to continue to establish their roots within the
Superior area. The actual brand, M6 dates back to 1980
when his father and uncle established a business in cattle
ranching. Martinez explained that his company is based
on a “Family First” motto and he hopes to have a “positive
impact on the community that helped to raise him”. As
the business grows, he would like to have youth artists put
their art onto clothing and other materials.

George is the grandson of the late Carlos and Gloria
Martinez, who were respected pillars in the community.
His parents are George and Olga Martinez. One of the
aspects he loves best about this business opportunity is
that it has brought his family together in another positive
way.
