This transaction is expected to be completed in the 
summer of 2023.  Purchasing the land from the federal 
government is just the first step to expand our economic 
and community development opportunities.  Just as 
important is the need to shift our focus to infrastructure 
development in that area.  This of course will require time 
and attention, but we will be kicking off that body of work 
this year and creating plans to ensure that Superior is able 
to grow in a sustainable way.

The eight-member 
team will be building fire 
breaks around Superior 
and assisting with invasive 
species removal.  They 
will also be volunteering 
with other community 
organizations and getting 
to know what life is like 

in our community.  Their 
work provides benefits to 
our community, including 
substantial savings to 
important town projects, 
which helps us stretch 
grant dollars that we have 
received to conduct these 
projects.
  Throughout 2022, we 
have read the reports 
on water and drought 
conditions across Arizona 
and west.  Our Town 
leadership, in partnership 
with Resolution Copper 
and the Arizona Water 
Company have been laser 
focused on the immediate 
and long-term water needs 
for Superior.  The release 
of water into Queen Creek 
to replenish our aquifer is 
slated for 2023.  We will 
be working on creating a 
rain water garden to help 
with drainage on upper 
Main Street.  This project 
will likely kick off a longer 
term plan to address 
drainage issues across 
town and making repairs 
that will also improve 
our aquifers.  Every little 

bit helps when it comes 
to water sustainability.  I
