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Volunteering with minimal time, maximum effort -
making a life-long difference for a child

Read how one volunteer as a Court Appointed Special
Advocate (CASA) in Gila County discusses the flexible
volunteer schedule and encourages others to apply.

“I work full time, sometimes with late-night callouts, and
have two grandbabies that I spend mornings and evenings
with. Between all of that, I have been working on remodeling
a home. To say I'm busy is an understatement [BUT] my time
with my CASA kiddos is equally important. Some of these
kiddos have absolutely nobody to make sure they are okay.
Somebody to show up consistently when they are navigating
a system that they have been put into by no fault of their own.
Somebody to stand with them, listen to them and just support
them,” explained Monika, a CASA volunteer and advocate in
Gila County, when asked how she fits her CASA volunteering
into her schedule.

“Quite honestly, the time spent working on your CASA cases
is pretty minimal. You will have court dates, team meetings,
and of course visits with your assigned child but most of this
I'm able to coordinate around my lunch hours, after work,
or weekends. A lot of the team meetings are via phone or
virtual which is also easily managed while also working,” said

Monika.

CASA Volunteers fill a vital role in a child’s life while they are
in foster care settings and CASA of Gila County is in dire need
of volunteers in southern Gila County. With 100 children
from communities in southern Gila County currently placed
in foster care settings and 5 active volunteers dedicated to
this area, CASA of Gila County is in need of several additional
adults willing to volunteer as Court Appointed Special
Advocates. Volunteers are not required to reside in Gila
County to serve as a child’s CASA, as many of our children
are not able to be placed locally. These children have been
removed from the homes they know due to abuse or neglect
and need someone who will listen and advocate for what that
child needs while they are in temporary living situations.

This role is unique in the commitment of advocating for
that child until the case reaches a permanent, safe closure.
However, this time commitment each month typically falls
between only 10 to 15 hours, with most of these hours being
completed around the volunteer’s schedule.

“Children are IMPORTANT. They are our future” said
Monika, explaining that “The system is overloaded and if I

can be even a very small part of making sure that even one
child has a chance at a better future, then it’s worth every
single second I spend with them and advocating for them.”

She continues, “One of my favorite quotes is, “Every child
deserves a champion - an adult who will never give up on
them, who understands the power of connection, and insists
that they become the best that they can possibly be by Rita
Pierson. There is another I came across recently that says,
“We live in a world in which we need to share responsibility.
It’s easy to say, ‘It’s not my child, not my community, not
my world, not my problem.” Then there are those who see
the need to respond. I consider those people my heroes, by
Fred Rogers. Even my small amount of free time can make a
difference. I can’t save the world, but I can make a difference
one child at a time and that is enough to make my heart
happy! It’s truly the best thing I've ever done!!”

No special background or education is required to become a
CASA volunteer, a caring and generous group that represents
a wide range of cultures, professions, educational, and
ethnic backgrounds. Once accepted into the program, CASA
volunteers receive all necessary training. CASA volunteers
must be at least 21 years old and willing to complete necessary
background checks, provide references and participate in an
interview. While serving as a child’s CASA volunteer, you will
receive ongoing support and assistance from a local CASA
Coordinator.
