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Retiring our Grand Old Flag with dignity and respect

On Saturday, June 17, the Pedro Reynoso VFW Post
2767 from Mammoth held a flag retirement ceremony.
Community members joined in to honor the symbol
of the United States as those Flags determined to be
unserviceable were retired with honor in a
dignified manner.

“The U.S. flag is more than just some brightly colored
cloth ... it is a symbol of our nation.”

“Seven red stripes and six white strips; together they
represent the original 13 colonies that gained us liberty.”
“The red stripes remind us of the lifeblood of brave
men and women who were ready to die for this,
their country.”

“The white stripes remind us of purity and cleanliness
of purpose, thought, word and deed.”

“The blue is for truth and justice, like the eternal blue
of the star-filled heavens.”

“The stars represent the fifty sovereign states of
our union.”

“The U.S. flag should be treated with respect when it’s
flying, and it should be treated with respect when it’s
being retired.”

“When a U.S. flag is in such condition that it is
no longer a fitting emblem for display, it should be
destroyed in a dignified way, preferably by burning,”
The United States Code stipulates. This is a way to
honor the tradition and legacy of the flags, and what
they symbolize. In attendance were veterans and citizens
paying their respects. Firefighters Torres, Ramirez,

and Castro of the San Manuel Fire Department were in
attendance to assure the burning of the flags was kept
under control.

The ceremony began with the pledge of allegiance, then
the national anthem. It was followed by the retirement
and changing of the VFW’s flag. Once the Master of
Ceremony finished his speech on what it means to honor
the American flag, those in attendance were given the
opportunity to help the VFW retire over 20 American
flags, Arizona flags, and POW/MIA flags. Concluding the
service was a lunch of hamburgers and hotdogs.
