Some Oracle residents forced to find new trash service
announced that they were 
no longer able to serve this 
territory and customers 
were encouraged to dispose 
of their trash by taking it 
to the Catalina Transfer 
Station on Oracle Road.  
  Copper Area News 
reached out to Waste 
Management.

“We could no longer safely 
and cost effectively service 
these customers due to 
their remote location from 
our hauling facilities” she 
said.

This Marine Corps Osprey is one of the most unusual aircraft to visit the San Manuel Airport. Manager Parrish 
Traweek explained that the runway was able to support the Osprey because the aircraft’s weight is less than what 
the runway is rated. Traweek also explained that should an aircraft land or ‘park’ at the San Manuel Ray Blair 
Airport that exceeds the weight limitations, it could possibly sink into the tarmac. The Osprey landed in 2018.

  Pinal Airpark may soon have a much-needed air traffic 
control tower thanks to a successful amendment added 
by U.S. Congressman Juan Ciscomani to the Federal 
Aviation Administration (FAA) reauthorization package 
which passed the House last week. 
  Currently, there is no tower at Pinal Airpark, which 
raises safety and operational challenges for the airpark 
and stifles economic growth. More than 100,000 
commercial and military flight operations are conducted 
at the airpark each year.
  “I am thrilled to see the Pinal Airpark prioritized in 
this year’s bipartisan FAA reauthorization package,” 
said Ciscomani. “This is a step in the right direction to 
encourage growth in the county and region, while making 
our skies safer.”
  Jeffrey McClure, who serves as the Vice Chairman 
for the Pinal County Board of Supervisors and is the 
representative to the board for part of the Copper 
Corridor, thanked the Congressman for these efforts.
  “Providing Pinal Airpark with an air traffic control tower 
not only improves safety in the area but will create jobs, 
spur economic development, and enhance critical military 
readiness and training,” said McClure.
  Parrish Traweek, who manages both the Pinal Airpark 
and the San Manuel Ray Blair Airport, agreed with 
McClure.
  “We need that tower,” Traweek said, “but it won’t affect 
(the San Manuel) airport. They have been working on 
Control Towers for both Pinal Airpark and Marana airport 
for many years. Local pilots will need to be proficient in 
flying into and around controlled airspace, which extends 
several miles around the control towered airport once the 

Pinal Airpark may soon have a control tower
tower is online.”
  He explained that the small airports in the county do 
not have controlled airspace, but sometimes there are 
temporary flight restrictions around local airports that 
pilots must obey – usually during a wildfire when fire 
crews are staging at local airports. Pinal Airpark, he said, 
is a 25-minute flight from San Manuel’s airport, so pilots 
flying into Pinal Airpark will need to remember how to get 
in and out of the controlled airspace.
  Except for San Manuel Airport and Pinal Airpark (which 
are owned by the county), the other airports in the county 
are municipally owned: Kearny, Coolidge, Eloy, Casa 
Grande and Superior. Superior’s airport is the only one 
with an unpaved runway and is the only one that does not 
have hangars.
  Superior Mayor Mila Besich said that paving the runway 
at the airport is a complicated issue, but one they are 
currently working on.
  “We have a study on paving it but finding the grant 
funding can’t happen till we have so many tail numbers. 
We also need to get out fire hydrants in first so we 
can build hangars,” Besich said. “The glider company 

is our first business venture and we are on the list to 
receive a federal earmark for the hydrants and the water 
infrastructure to the BTA (Boyce Thompson Arboretum).”

  The Pinal County Sheriff’s Office has 
issued a sex offender notification for the 
Oracle area.
  Manuel Chiquete Soto, classified as a 
Level Three offender, has reported that he 
will be living in the area of North White 
Oak Place, Oracle. Soto is a 70-year-
old Hispanic male with brown eyes and 
graying black hair. He is 5’6” tall and 
weighs approximately 192 pounds. He 
was convicted in 1975 of sexual assault of 
a 15-year-old female unknown to him. He 
is currently compliant with sex offender 
registration requirements.
    The Pinal County Sheriff’s Office is 
releasing the above information pursuant 
to A.R.S. 13-3825, the Community 
Notification on Sex Offender Law. 
Notification must be made when certain 
sex offenders are released from the 
Arizona State Prison, accepted under 
an interstate compact or released from 
the county jail back into the community. 
Offenders are categorized into three levels: 
Level One (low risk to the community), 
Level Two (intermediate risk to the 

community), and Level Three (high risk to 
the community). 
  The individual who appears on this 
notification has been convicted of a sex 
offense, which allows for community 
notification. He is not wanted by the Pinal 
County Sheriff’s Office at this time. 
  This notification is not intended to 
increase fear; rather it is our belief 
that an informed community is a safer 
community. The Pinal County Sheriff’s 
Office has no legal authority to direct 
where a sex offender may or may not live. 
Unless court ordered restrictions exist, 
this offender is constitutionally free to live 
wherever he chooses. Citizen abuse of this 
information to threaten, intimidate, or 
harass sex offenders will not be tolerated. 
Sex offenders have always lived in our 
communities; but because of Megan’s Law, 
law enforcement is now able to share this 
information with you. 
  Police caution that any use of this 
information to threaten, intimidate, harass 
or create an act against another person will 
result in prosecution.

At press time it was 
reported that the fire is fully contained 
and burned 750 acres.
  The Bowl Creek fire which started on 
Sunday posed a bigger threat to the 
region.  On Monday morning, Oracle 

The Red Field Fire in the Galiuros burned approximately 750 acres on Thursday. The Bowl Creek Fire near Oracle Junction burned 1,000 acres.

Red Field Fire and Bowl Creek Fire Updates
Junction, SaddleBrooke Ranch and Falcon 
Valley Ranch were place on SET status 
to be prepared to evacuate.  The SET 
order was lifted late in the day and the 
communities were put back to READY 
status.  At press time the Bowl Creek fire 

burned 1,000 acres and is 10 percent 
contained.  
  Smoke from these fires are affecting 
air quality in the area and drivers on 
Highways 77 and 79 can expect to see 
some fire activity and smoke in the area.  
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  It’s official.
