Arizona — July is National Make a Difference to Children
Month and CASA of Arizona wants to take a moment to
answer some most asked questions about volunteering
and how you can truly make a difference in the life of a
child.

What is CASA?

CASA stands for Court Appointed Special Advocate. CASA
is a program administered by the Arizona Supreme Court
that trains and equips volunteers across the state with
the knowledge and skills needed to advocate for children
that are placed in the foster care system due to abuse or
neglect. These volunteers make a life-changing difference
for these children.

What will I do as a CASA volunteer?

You will advocate for the child! Volunteers meet with their
assigned child each month and learn about all aspects of
their life including if the child’s needs are being met while
in foster care. As a CASA volunteer, you will advocate

for the child’s best interests by providing court reports,
attending hearings—and acting as a support to the child
for the duration of the case. A CASA volunteer creates
and fosters a relationship not only to be a voice for that
child but to convey to the court the child’s wishes for a
permanent home.

Why does a child in foster care need a CASA?

For many abused or neglected children, their CASA
volunteer is one of the positive, reliable adults in their
lives. In the course of a case, these children may face
numerous changes including placements, friends, teachers
and much more. CASA volunteers frequently become the
only consistent adult presence in the child’s life.
Research shows that children who have been assigned

a CASA volunteer that advocates for their needs tend to
receive necessary services sooner, for a longer duration,
and more consistently than those children without a CASA
volunteer. Judges have also observed that children with
CASAs have better chances of being placed in permanent
homes and are less likely to re-enter foster care.

What does the training look like?

All volunteers complete 30 hours of pre-service training.
Volunteers are educated about child welfare issues
including child maltreatment, permanency planning,
teamwork and communication, case assessment, court
report writing, and court policies. Ongoing in-service
training and support are provided in every county
program, including opportunities for online training.

I work full-time. Can I still volunteer as a CASA?
CASA volunteers schedule their own time, except for the
required attendance at court hearings and team meetings.
Each case is unique. A CASA volunteer spends an average
of 10-12 hours a month working on the case. Volunteers
balance family responsibilities, full-time or part-time
employment, and/or education along with their CASA
duties.

What are the requirements?

CASA volunteers do not need any prior special training
and come from all walks of life. Anyone 21 years of age

or older, who can pass a thorough background check and

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self-esteem, and experience
burnout.

Overuse injuries due to
excessive repetition and
training are becoming
more common in youth
athletics. As a former
competitive athlete and
physical therapist, I have
seen an influx of strains
and sprains. Even worse,
treating younger patients
with serious injuries like
an ACL tear or stress
fracture is becoming more
commonplace. In fact,
surgeons have had to
develop new techniques
for their young patients to
avoid permanent damage
to growth plates when they
reconstruct the ligament.

On the mental wellness
front, even if an athlete has
recovered from a physical
injury, mentally they may
not be ready to return to
their sport. It is best to
be mindful of your young
athlete’s mental state. As
competitors, they may
succumb to social pressure,
fearing the consequences of
missing an important game
or disappointing others.

may feel compelled to play
through pain. This is highly
risky as it can result in
improper healing of injuries,
further injuries, or, worse,
long-term impairments that
adversely affect their sport
performance and quality of
life as they age.

Now that school is out of
session, here are a few tips
to consider when raising a
youth athlete:

+ Look out for signs of
athletic burnout like
disinterest, moodiness, and
chronic fatigue
« Encourage your child to
explore other sports just for
fun
« Consult a sports medicine
professional to implement
preventive care this summer
like strength training
« During the season allow
adequate time for rest and
recovery after practices and
games

At the end of the day, we
must consider the end goal
rather than short term
success when developing
a child’s athletic ability.
Training can be done
correctly and effectively if
preventive measures are
taken. For the love of the
game, we need to let youth
athletes enjoy performing
and getting to the next level
without enforcing the fear
of failure or not being good
enough.
