Woman drowns
in Gila River near
Kearny

The Pinal County Sheriff’s Office was called to the Gila
River near N. Driftwood Way and E. Riverside Dr. on
Monday evening shortly after 6:30 p.m. with a report of a
possible drowning.

The person reporting the incident said that he and a
female were tubing on the Gila River when she went
under the water. According to Lauren Reimer, PCSO
Public Information Officer, “The male stated he attempted
to revive her but was unsuccessful, and the female was
deceased.”
