The scholarship aims to expand access and affordability
to higher education or vocational training, upskilling and
certification.

“Generations of immigrant workers and rural Arizonans
have been the backbone of the mining industry in the
Copper Corridor. Their labor has been key to the growth
of our nation’s economy and quality of life, and we now
have an opportunity to invest in the future of their youth,”
said David Adame, CPLC President and CEO. “As industry
and the economy have changed over the years, we
cannot leave this population behind.

Funding for Panther Drive
Bridge awarded

Turn around, don’t drown — a very
familiar statement all Arizonans hear
during wet weather, especially monsoons.
The Sonoran desert is often prone to flash
floods in what are normally dry creeks and
waterways.

When Queen Creek floods and is
impassable, the Panther Drive crossing is
often closed for days and in some cases
almost a week or more at a time when
there is ongoing inclement weather in
the area. The closure of Panther Drive
affects the route for Emergency Service
responders, Fire and EMS, affects the
route to the school campus and of course is
a hinderance to residents.

Knowing this is an ongoing problem, the
Town of Superior has been seeking funding
from the federal and state governments to
fund the $2.5 million project. This year
the funding was approved by the Arizona
State Legislature as part of the current
fiscal year budget.

Town Manger Todd Pryor, reported that
the Town has already received the funding
and design work is already underway.
Senator Wendy Rodgers, who represents

Superior’s legislative district, championed
this project and helped the Town secure
the funding.

This low water crossing serves a large
section of the Town as primary access,
including the Superior Fire Department,
Kennedy Elementary, Superior High
School, and many residential units. The
crossing regularly rises to a level that
requires road closure. The impacts of
climate change and wildland fires have led
to an increase in this sort of closure, and
drivers barricades have ignored putting
themselves in peril. At least one serious
accident has occurred as a result. When
the road is closed, emergency responders
who are based at the fire station must
detour around the closure, adding three to
five minutes to their response times.

Design and permitting will take
approximately one year and construction
could begin in 2024.

“The Town is very appreciative to Senator
Rodgers for supporting this critical
life-safety improvement for Superior’s
residents and visitors,” said Mayor Mila
Besich.

Phone and Internet Discounts
Available to CenturyLink Customers

The Arizona Corporation Commission designated
CenturyLink as an Eligible Telecommunications
Carrierwithin its service area for universal service
purposes. CenturyLink’s basic local service rates
for residential voice lines are $18.47 per month
and business services are $35.00 per month.
Specific rates will be provided upon request.

CenturyLink participates in the Lifeline program,
which makes residential telephone or qualifying
broadband service more affordable to eligible
low-income individuals and families. Eligible
customers may qualify for Lifeline discounts of
$5.25/month for voice or bundled voice service
or $9.25/month for qualifying broadband or
broadband bundles. Residents who live on
federally recognized Tribal Lands may qualify
for additional Tribal benefits if they participate
in certain additional federal eligibility programs.
The Lifeline discount is available for only one
telephone or qualifying broadband service per
household, which can be either a wireline or
wireless service. Broadband speeds must be at
least 25 Mbps download and 3 Mbps upload to
qualify.

CenturyLink also participates in the Affordable
Connectivity Program (ACP), which provides
eligible households with a discount on broadband
service. The ACP provides a discount of up to
$30 per month toward broadband service for
eligible households and up to $75 per month for
households on qualifying Tribal lands.

For both programs, a household is defined as
any individual or group of individuals who live
together at the same address and share income
and expenses. Services are not transferable,
and only eligible consumers may enroll in these
programs. Consumers who willfully make false
statements to obtain these discounts can be
punished by fine or imprisonment and can be
barred from these programs.

Agroforestry project started near Superior

Agroforestry is defined as the intentional
integration of trees and shrubs into crop
and animal farming systems to create
environmental, economical, and social
benefits.

Carol Manetta is the executive director
of Reap Goodness, and the person who'’s
vision is helping start the Superior,

AZ Heartland Trial. The location of
the project sits adjacent to the Boyce
Thompson Arboretum, who was gracious

enough to offer them one acre of land to
work on.

The project is built on three goals
outlined on the Reap Goodness website:
“Goal 1: This several-month trial involves
people from the community in two
trial locations in Arizona, USA who are
coming together in an exciting new way
to test the assumptions that a trio of
cooperatives can carry out harmoniously
all the duties that each one agrees to
perform. This is done with local land
owners and/or public land agreements.
Each small group representing one of the

cooperatives will work together onsite and
harmonize with the other groups as well
as the surrounding community through
discussions that will all be recorded.
“Goal 2: There’s another purpose for this
trial, probably the most important one. It
involves the training for each cooperative.
This training, intended for older primary
school students, is to be quickly developed
by a consortium of universities and

then translated into many languages via
university language specialists. This is

to blanket the Earth with the knowledge
that everyone can do the same, quickly

restoring Earth and providing food and
clean water security for all life.
“Goal 3: From this point all recordings
are to be distributed as quickly as possible
to put them in the hands of universities
for development, then governments
around the world, primary schools,
and local community organizations
everywhere. This can be done through
digital resources, library inclusions
in communities and universities, and
government-shared documents. This plan
is in the works.”

“As the project goes on, we want the
local community to be involved in
the decision making, so it doesn’t feel
prescribed, so it can be like ‘well what
do you think, what do you see being a
benefit?”” said Mike Montiel. “It’s going
to be a multi-year project, on the front
end there’s a lot of work, then a lot of
waiting [for growth], keeping an eye
on stuff, but once it’s established, it’s
basically just maintenance of chopping

stuff down, clearing stuff, and harvesting.

A big part of what we’re doing is building
a curriculum, so other people can do it,
but also creating a sustainable agroforest
here that will last forever. Just taking,
what I consider, indigenous principles of
caring for the land and putting back into
it, being conscious of it, understanding
how the water moves, and where the sun
sets, where it rises, and all of those things
during different times of the year. You
can do things intelligently and create a
manageable system. That’s what we’re

going to try and do here.”
