Rural Arizona Redistricting and the 5 Eastern Counties

any of you are learning about this redistricting
Missue for the first time. It happens every 10 years

following the national census. In Arizona, we
have a commission appointed to draw the new districts
for Congressional and Legislative districts in our state.
We citizens have an opportunity to have a say with the
commission, and so we must make every effort to make
sure our voices are heard. I want to give a quick update on
the public hearing already held by the Commission, the
upcoming hearing in Safford, and what we all can do still
on this matter.

First of all, in the 2001 redistricting, rural Eastern

Arizona was given a voice in the legislature with the

5 Eastern Counties District: Gila, Graham, Greenlee,
southern Navajo and Apache. In the 2011 redistricting, we
proposed keeping our rural 5 Eastern Counties district,
and adding the Copper Corridor and the Verde Valley
to it. 15 of our rural cities/towns adopted unanimous
resolutions supporting this proposal. Sadly, the
unsympathetic commission ignored us and splintered our
region into several other districts, often joining us with
urban and metro areas. In 2021, we again are advocating
to a new commission to re-unite the 5 Eastern Counties
and once again add to us the Copper Corridor and the
Verde Valley. The 5+ Eastern Counties proposal.

Public hearings have already been held throughout our

region.

In Florence/Superior, citizens of the Copper Corridor
(Superior, Kearny, Hayden, Winkelman, Dudleyville,
Mammoth, San Manuel), spoke overwhelmingly of
restoring a rural district. I had the chance there to
introduce the 5+ Eastern Counties proposal and people
afterwards expressed surprisingly strong support of
the idea, one saying that it made the most sense of any
mentioned that night.

In Egar/Springerville, I was not present, but I had it
reported to me that uniting the 5+ Easten Counties was
the strong message given by citizens attending.

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Police Chief to train in Florida; PCSO Lieutenant at the temporary helm

There will be a new person at the helm of the
Superior Police Department.

But only temporarily.

Superior Police Chief Frank Alanis has left
the department in the capable hands of Pinal
County Lieutenant Adrian Leos while he heads
to Florida to attend the Senior Management

Institute for Police (SMIP) Session 78.

“I was originally scheduled to attend in 2020
but due to COVID it was cancelled,” Chief
Alanis said.

The three-week course gives police chiefs
and other senior police executives intensive
training in the latest management concept and
practices used in business and government,
Alanis explained. The course is limited to
30 participants which lends well to their

discussions of the most challenging issues
facing law enforcement executives today.

Classes are usually held at Boston University,
but due to COVID restrictions on the campus,
the location was changed to Orlando, Florida,
a “hardship” Alanis said he’ll endure.

Alanis assured that the taxpayers of Superior
will not be shouldering the expense of this
class and trip. Existing RICO funds seized
from criminals will be used to fund the trip.

With a police department as small as
Superior’s, this three-week trip would have
left the department short-handed and without
a leader. Chief Alanis wanted to put someone
in charge in his absence who could use the
experience as a learning tool.

The Superior Police Department, Alanis
explained, has become a “mentoring agency,”
a place for officers to learn. When Alanis was
accepted into this year’s class, he decided
to ask the Pinal County Chief Deputy Matt
Thomas for a suggestion and let them use it
as an opportunity for young leaders to step
up and take command. Thomas suggested Lt.
Leos.

Leos has served with Pinal County Sheriff’s
Office for 20 years. He began as an 18-year-old
serving as a detention officer and going on to
serve as a patrol deputy, gang detective and
narcotics detective. In 2014, he was promoted
to Patrol Sergeant and now serves as the
Lieutenant in charge of the “Charlie” division
in Western Pinal County. He comes from a
law enforcement family. His father and uncle
are law enforcement. Better still, Leos is a
native to Pinal County, born and raised in the
Picacho area.

Leos said he’s already seeing the great
opportunity this is affording him. He
spent the week leading up to the Chief’s
departure learning how to put a department
budget together, calling it “great first
hand experience.” Leos explained that in a
department as big as PCSO, rarely if at all do
command officers have the responsibilities of
budgeting for the department.

Alanis called this time a “great tryout,”
explaining that he wants a good plan for
succession in the eventuality of his retirement
from the department. “I want nothing but the
best (for the department) for years to come,”
he said.

Anthony and Marisa have
five children, and moving to Superior has
been good for their family, you may often
see their kids helping with tasks at the gym.

Their original location, the big tin
building, didn’t have air conditioning or
heating, but his customers still joined his
gym and they started their Cross Fit style
classes. As their gym membership grew,
they knew they would need to expand into a
facility that had heating and cooling.

They eventually moved the gym to 180
Main Street and changed up the equipment
offerings to attract clients who wanted
something more than a Cross Fit gym
experience.
