He stated to the crowd that Arizona’s elections are not
rigged. “If they were rigged, then why would I have been
elected?” he said.

He also shared information on his recent visit to the
Ukraine with a delegation of non-elected leaders from
Arizona stressing the importance of Arizona increasing
their international relationships to grow our economy.

Cook also spoke about how important public schools are
in rural Arizona and how the needs in Maricopa County
are not the same as rural Arizona.

Todd Pryor, Town Manager of Superior, was also invited
to speak about the Town of Superior’s success utilizing
brownfields grants from the Arizona Department of
